Selection Procedure

Will be done in three stages: -

1. Stage 1-Screening Exam

The exam is conducted on-lifie by anl agency: identified by HQ AWES centrally to ensure
uniform basic quality of teachers in all Asimy Public Schools. Those who qualify in this
stage will be given Score CGards,which'are valid for life provided the candidate picks up a
teaching job in any CBSE affiliated school within three years from the date of passing the
screening exam. A Seore Card will make candidates eligible to appear for the remaining
stages of the selection process. In addition to fresh candidates, the following may also
appear for the sereening test:-

. Heolders of:Score Cards who want to improve their scores.
o Those desirous of upgrading themselves. For E.g. a candidate holding Score Card of

TGTmay now want to obtain a card for PGT, having acquired additional
qualification.

2. Stage 2-Interview




This shall be conducted at various centres in India for a single school or a cluster of schools
as per the convenience of the Interviewing board.

3. (c) Stage 3-Evaluation of Teaching Skills and Computer Proficiency

For Language teachers, written test comprising Essay & Comprehension of«lS marks each
will be held along with evaluation of teaching skills. Selection Committeg may also hold
Computer proficiency tests if they so desire.
