The examination would be conducted on-linei.e. on a computer.

A login screen will be displayed to the candidate. The candidate has to log in using his/her User ID and
Password which is provided on the Call Letter.

After logging in Candidate’s profile (Name, Roll No. & photograph etc.) will be displayed and the candidate has
to confirm the same by clicking on the ‘I confirm’ button confirming the profile is correct.

Thereafter the instructions will be displayed on the screen.
